A complete pre-
registration form (provided below) should be sent along with the abstract. 
 

In stru ctions  for  pr eparation and su bmission  of 
a b strac ts :  
 

1. Each registered member is entitled to be the presenting author of no more 
than two (2) proffered communications, but may be co-author of 
presentations by other registered scientists. 

2. Abstracts must be typed on one sheet of letter size paper (8.5Ó x 11Ó) with 
margins 1.25Ó (top and bottom, left and right) and fully justified. 

3. The title should be in bold print and first letter of each word should be in 
upper case character. Skip a line and type the name(s) of the authors. 
These should include first and last names and any middle initials. Omit 
any title or degrees. The name of the presenting author should be 
underlined. Skip a line and then type, in Italics, the address(es) of the 
institute(s) where work originated, city and country. Skip two lines before 
typing the abstract in single line spacing. Font size 12 of the times New 
Roman is recommended.
